The Iceni used the leaves from the woad plant to make
paint in a bright blue colour which they painted over
their bodies. (Yes, it is thought that they often fought
naked!) Certainly, they did not cover themselves in
armour as the Romans did.



They would use war horns, this one is made from a
cow’s horn, to make themselves sound as terrifying as
they looked.
